“Indian Summer” Class Supply List

Pattern: 
Indian Summer by Judy Niemeyer/Quiltworx
Please purchase this pattern before class, as both pre-class cutting and preparation is required.  
Fabric Notes:
Main Body of Quilt 

Light Fabrics – (21) 5” x 42” strips of fabrics

Dark Fabrics – (21) 5” x 42” strips of fabrics

Pieced Border

Dark Fabrics – (21) 6 ½” x 42” strips of fabric (can be same as dark fabrics in body of quilt or different)

** If you choose to skip the pieced border, you can do a traditional solid border for a quilt that finishes at 64” x 73”  

Inner Border and Binding – 2 metres (Less fabric is needed if you piece your border and binding strips, this yardage allows for border and binding strips cut lengthwise and not pieced)
Backing – 4 metres (Quilt finishes at 64” x 73”)

Additional Notes

While strips are recommended for cutting this project, fat quarters can also be used.  You will need (2) 5” strips of each fabric to replace the one longer strip used in the body of quilt. The remainder of the fat quarter can be used in the border strips.   Bring remaining fabric to class with you.  Border pieces can also be cut from fat quarters.  

Fabric Preparation for Class

***You will be sewing sets of lights and darks together to make each unit, so when you are selecting and sorting your fabrics, keep in mind that Light 1 will be matched and sewn with Dark 1, Light 2 will be sewn with Dark 2, Light 3 will be sewn with Dark 3 etc….

Sort and stack your Light Fabrics from lightest to darkest, and then divide into 3 groups.  First Group will be stacked top to bottom and labelled Light 1-7, second group will be stacked and labelled Light 8-14; third group will be stacked and labelled Light 15-21.

Sort and stack your Dark Fabrics from lightest to darkest, and then divide into 3 groups.  First group will be stacked from top to bottom and labelled Dark 1-7, second group will be labelled Dark 8-14, third group will be labelled Dark 15-21.

Pre-Class Instructions
Prepare your Foundation Papers and Template Papers:  Please read and follow the instructions for Foundation Papers and Template Papers on page 2 of your pattern. 
Foundation Papers : These are the foundation papers that you will sew the fabric directly onto.  These should to be trimmed leaving about 1/8” border.  DO NOT cut the individual units apart. (Bag 1 - Units CB and Bag 2 - Units DL, DR and CP)
Optional - Marking “Fabric Guide Lines” on Foundation Papers:  This step helps you to locate the actual area that your fabric needs to cover before adding your fabrics.   It takes a few minutes to complete this step, but it saves a lot of time when you don’t have to rip out seams when fabric has been miss-placed during the sewing process.  You do not need to trace any lines on the Template Layout Sheets.
( One way to accomplish this is to use a light-box or a window to trace the DASHED LINES on the back of the foundation paper, with a ruler and pencil.  Please do this on at least one Unit CB

Template Papers : Please trim just outside the dark solid line that forms a box around each template. (Bag 1 – Unit CB Template Layout Sheet, Temp A, Temp B and Temp C and Bag 2 – Temp DL and Temp DR)
Required for class : 
Cutting mat 18" x 24" preferred





Rotary Cutter with a sharp blade (45mm or 60mm are fine)
Sharp pins
Several large zip loc bags
Quilt Ruler - 6" x 18" or similar size

Jumbo paper clips –  approx 100 (2 inch size, available at Staples or Dollar Store)
Water Soluable Glue stick (like UHU)

Fabric Glue Pen (Clover, Sewline, Fons & Porter all fine)
12” Add a Quarter Ruler
Template plastic – to be used as your Fold Template – suggested size is 3” x 12”
Microtex Needles, size 70/10 or 80/12 recommended
Sewing machine, cord, foot pedal – suggested feet include Open Toe Foot and ¼ Inch Foot, Extension cord or power bar
Bobbins – it is a good idea to wind a few bobbins ahead of time (neutral thread)



Cotton piecing thread – neutral to match your fabrics
Scissors or thread snips
Seam ripper
**If allowed in classroom, please bring along a small travel iron and pressing mat, 
Please label all your supplies with your name ahead of class.  Thank you
